Speaker Biographies

Professor Daniel Buser, DMD, is Professor and Chairman at the Department of Oral Surgery and Stomatology, and Executive Chairman of
the School of Dental Medicine at the University of Bern in Switzerland. He was a visiting professor at Harvard School of Dental Medicine,
Boston (1989-91) and Baylor College of Dentistry in Dallas (1995). In 2007/08, he spent a Sabbatical at the University of Melbourne. He
served as President of various academic associations including the European Association for Osseointegration (EAO) from 1996-1997,
the Swiss Society of Oral Implantology from 1999-2002, the Swiss Society of Oral Surgery and Somatology from 2002-2007. He is also a
member of the Board of Directors of the Osteology Foundation, and President of the Swiss Implant Foundation. In 2009, he was elected as
ITI President (International Team for Implantology) for a 4-year period. His main research areas are in bone regeneration around endosse-
ous implants, surface technology and guided bone regeneration. He has authored and co-authored roughly 250 publications, and several
text books including a GBR book and two ITI Treatment Guides.

Stuart J. Froum, DDS, is a Diplomate of the American Board of Periodontology. He earned his dental doctorate from New York University
College of Dentistry after graduating with a BA from Brooklyn College. Dr. Froum then completed a general dentistry internship at Brook-
lyn Veterans Administration Hospital and a periodontal residency at New York Veterans Administration Hospital. Currently, he is a Clinical
Professor of Periodontics and Implant Dentistry and the Director of Clinical Research (Department of Periodontics and Implant Dentistry) at
New York University Dental Center. He is also a Clinical Assistant Professor in periodontics at the Stony Brook University School of Dental
Medicine. Dr. Froum is currently the Vice President of the American Academy of Periodontology and sits on the editorial review board of
the Middle East Journal of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery. Dr. Froum has authored approximately 100 peer-reviewed articles and has au-
thored and coauthored chapters in six books. His latest contribution is Dental Implant Complications Etiology, Prevention and Treatment
of which he is an Editor and co-author.

Will Martin, DMD, MS, is a Clinical Associate Professor in the Departments of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery and Prosthodontics at the
University of Florida College of Dentistry. He received his DMD with honors from the University of Florida and completed his MS and Cer-
tificate in Prosthodontics from Baylor College of Dentistry. Dr. Martin joined the faculty at the University of Florida in 1999 and serves as
the Clinical Director of the Center for Implant Dentistry. He is a Diplomate of the American Board of Prosthodontics and a Fellow of the
American College of Prosthodontists, International College of Dentists, International Team for Implantology (ITI). Dr. Martin’s research in-
terests include implant design, loading protocols, and implant biomechanics. He maintains a part-time practice limited to Prosthodontics
within the Center for Implant Dentistry, lectures both nationally and internationally on esthetic and implant dentistry.









Ron Nevins, DDS, is the Editor of the International Journal of Periodontics & Restorative Dentistry and Associate Clinical Professor of Peri-
odontology at the Harvard School of Dental Medicine. Dr. Nevins is a past President of the American Academy of Periodontology, where his
contributions have been recognized with the Gold Medal and The Master Clinician Awards. He is a Professor of Periodontics at the Univer-
sity of Pennsylvania School of Dental Medicine and Clinical Professor at the Temple University School of Dentistry. He maintains a private
practice limited to periodontics and implant dentistry in Swampscott, Massachusetts.

Kirk Pasquinelli, DDS, received his Doctorate in Dental Surgery from the University of California at San Francisco School of Dentistry in 1982.
He completed a one-year general practice residency at Mount Zion Medical Center in 1983 and remained on the hospital dental and training
staff an additional two years while also practicing restorative dentistry in San Francisco. He received his periodontal training at the University
of Washington in Seattle graduating in 1987. He is currently an Assistant Clinical Professor in the Graduate Prosthodontic Department at the
University of California at San Francisco School of Dentistry, a position he has held since 1988. Dr. Pasquinelli continues to teach select groups
nationally and internationally and has authored numerous articles in the periodontal and restorative dentistry literature. Since 1988 Dr. Pas-
quinelli has maintained a private practice in downtown San Francisco dedicated to periodontics, esthetic and pre-prosthetic oral surgery, as
well as dental implants.

Paul Rosen, DMD, MS, maintains a full-time private practice in Yardley, Pennsylvania, limited to periodontics, surgical implant placement
and regenerative therapy. He also has an appointment as Clinical Associate Professor of Periodontics at the University of Maryland Dental
School. Dr. Rosen is a Diplomate of the American Board of Periodontology and serves as an Examiner for the oral examination of the Board.
Dr. Rosen has served on a number of committees for the American Academy of Periodontology. He is a reviewer for the International Jour-
nal of Oral & Maxillofacial Implants and serves on the Editorial Advisory Committees for the Journal of Periodontology, the International
Journal of Periodontics & Restorative Dentistry, and the Compendium of Continuing Education in Dentistry. Dr. Rosen has authored/co-
authored a number of articles on periodontal regeneration, implants and interrelated orthodontic-periodontal care, and he revised the
American Academy of Periodontology’s position paper on the “Treatment of Plaque-Induced Gingivitis, Chronic Periodontitis, and Other
Clinical Conditions.” Dr. Rosen is part of the Founding Editorial Board for Clinical Advances in Periodontology, an on-line journal of the
American Academy of Periodontology. He also co-authored a number of articles and book chapters.
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Stephen Wallace, DDS, has been involved with implant dentistry since 1985. His practice in Waterbury, Connecticut, the Central Connecti-
cut Dental Implant Center is both a patient treatment center and a training center for dental colleagues wishing to expand their skills in

. implant dentistry. Dr. Wallace has particular expertise in bone regeneration procedures, specifically sinus elevation surgery. He is an in-
| vestigator in histologic and clinical studies documenting the utilization of recombinant growth factors and bone morphogenetic proteins in

maxillary sinus elevation surgery at the New York University Department of Periodontics and Implant Dentistry, and new grafting material
options at Columbia University. Dr. Wallace has performed university and private research since 1993, involving many of the products cur-
rently being utilized in implant dentistry. Dr. Wallace is a Clinical Associate Professor at both New York University and Columbia University,
and a Visiting Clinical Associate Professor at the University of Maryland.

Ray C. Williams, DMD, is Professor of Periodontology and Dean of the Stony Brook University School of Dental Medicine in Stony Brook,
New York. He received his DMD with honors from the University of Alabama School of Dentistry and his certificate in Periodontology and
Oral Medicine from the Harvard School of Dental Medicine. He was a Postdoctoral Fellow in microbiology at the Forsyth Institute in Boston.
Dr. Williams is a member of the American and International Associations of Dental Research, the American Dental Education Association,
the American Dental Association, the American and International College of Dentists and the American Academy of Periodontology. He is
a member of the Board of Directors of the International Academy of Periodontology. His major research interests are clinical and transla-
tional research in both pharmacological modification of the host response and in anti-infective approaches to treat periodontal disease

He also works in the area of the oral health-general health relationship. Dr. Williams has authored 140 papers on a variety of periodontal
and dental implant topics.

Edwin Zinman, DDS, JD, received his DDS from the University of Pittsburgh School of Dentistry, his training and certificate in periodontics
from New York University College of Dentistry, and his JD from the University of California, Hastings College of Law. He currently serves
as an attorney in The Law Offices of Edwin J. Zinman in California and serves on the editorial board for the Journal of Periodontolgy. He
has lectured extensively in the United States on dental legal matters and has acted as trial counsel in many dental cases on behalf of both
patients and dentists. Dr. Zinman has contributed to past and the current 2010 edition of Dr. Cohen’s Pathways of the Pulp, and Dr. Stuart
Froum’s 2010 Dental Implant Complications textbook.
